    While they are dealing with this disaster they are overloaded 

with also caring for my younger brother Nathan who is 36 & is 

high functioning down syndrome & my brother Dylan 40 who was 

involved decade or so ago in a car accident & is paralyzed & is

    So long sad story short they like many families in TX right now 

are in serious need of help for temporary living expenses etc until 

the State gets moving.   This means so much to me because these 

are my parents. They took care of me & my other brothers for 

years & to see them this way just hurts. Have given want we can 

but of course parents are stubborn & think they have things under 

control.  Well now it’s time for us to care for them.  We would be 

extremely thankful for any & all help. Nothing is too small.   That 

5 bucks might mean coffee or water for them or sterile pads for 

my brother, or gas money to get Nathan to his special job.  Trust 

me if I wasn’t so far away I would be there every night getting 

them moved somewhere safe with less hassle in their lives as 

possible. Not very good at doing this thing as we normally just 

handle things ourselves & move on.

31st annual NCOM Convention in Atlantic City, NJ. It was a long 

tiring ride & I am a day late sending in my report.   The convention 

did not have as high an attendance as some others but it was still 

well attended. Numbers may have been down slightly due to the 

somewhat inconvenient travel in & out of Atlantic City.   The host 

location, Harrah’s Casino was a very large facility & between the 

ride out, the walking necessary at the casino & my screwed up 

back it took its’ toll.   Speaking of toll, from the time I hit the 

Illinois boarder until I arrived in Atlantic City all the roads I 

traveled were toll. The cost of tolls traveling out & back were 

about $150.00 & because I did not have I-Pass transponder I had 

to stop at all the toll booths, this was time consuming & a pain in 

the behind.  I am sure these tolls help cover the cost of building & 

maintaining the highway system & they were spending it on 

highway maintenance, I would estimate 20% of the miles I 

traveled out & back were under construction.   I have always found 

traveling out east a little less enjoyable then going south or west 

but we do what we have to do… 

    With the exception of 1995 the NCOM board has avoided 

having conventions in the northern states due to the 

unpredictability of the weather, cold & or snow.   While I was in 

NJ the temps were in the low to mid 50s, & the skies were overcast 

at the same time the high in Minnesota one day was over 90 & it 

was sunny.  Last year at the convention in Denver they got a foot 

of snow, so considering we have no guarantee of good weather any 

place I suggested we host another convention in Minn . The 

convention in 2017 will be in Reno, NV so the next opportunity to 

come to Minn  would be 2018. The other location being considered 

for 2018 was Los Angeles, Calif so the Board voted between Minn  

& Calif & we lost by 1 vote so it will be going to Calif in 2018.  I 

would really like to get another NCOM Convention closer so our 

people would be able to attend with less travel, maybe 2019? 

    I am going to close for now but in future reports I will share 

more about the reorganized patch defense fund, threats other states 

face, the old challenges resurfacing, anti-profiling & other topics.

The insurance 

bills that we have been concerned about went nowhere, for now. 

A big thank you to all of you that contacted your insurance agents 

& your elected officials. We definitely know that the “Personal 

Injury Protectection” bill if passed could have cost us all a lot of 

money. The uninsured/underinsured bill was not as intrusive or 

expensive & I encourage all of you to talk your agent to see if that 

additional coverage is right for you.  So that’s all good news but 

before we start patting ourselves on our backs we need to 

understand that the people that brought these bills forward won’t 

quit so we can’t.    Our “Start Seeing Motorcycles” license plate 

bill  & our anti profiling bill stalled again so we have our work cut 

out for us.  We need to keep in mind that all 201 seats in the Minn 

Legislature will be up for election so we need to keep an eye out 

for candidates so we can talk to them about our issues.   We will 

have more details coming out soon so stay tuned.  I want to thank 

all of you that reached out to your elected officials this legislative 

session, keep up the good work.

McLennan County District Atty Abel Reyna should be 

disqualified from prosecuting cases arising from the Twin Peaks 

biker shootout because he overstepped his authority by 

“commandeering” the investigation, a Houston Atty said Tue.   

“There is a big difference between advising & commandeering,” 

Atty Abigail Anastasio said.  Anastasio represents Ray Nelson, 42, 

Pres of the Hill County Cossacks & one of 154 bikers indicted in 

the May 17, 2015, shootout at Twin Peaks in Waco that left 9 

bikers dead & more than 20 wounded.   She filed a motion Tue in 

Waco’s 54th State District Court seeking to disqualify Reyna & 

assistants Michael Jarrett & Mark Parker from prosecuting the 

Twin Peaks cases because she alleges they are potential witnesses 

because of the way Reyna inserted himself into the investigation 

on the evening of the shootout.   “They started calling the shots,” 

Anastasio alleged in a press conference after filing the motion. 

“They were the ones who determined the course of the investiga-

tion, what steps to be taken next, without LE having a significant 

role in that.”   Reyna did not return messages Tue. Jarrett & Parker 

both declined comment on the motion. 
 

    No hearing date has been set for Judge Matt Johnson to 

consider the motion.  The motion alleges that Reyna arrived at the 

Waco Convention Center after the shootout & changed the scope 

of the investigation by insisting that everyone linked to the 

Cossacks, Bandidos or any of their support groups be arrested & 

charged with first-degree felony engaging in organized criminal 

activity.   Before Reyna & his assistants arrived, Waco police & 

other agencies had questioned, identified & processed a busload 

of bikers & released them from the Waco Convention Center.  

After Reyna arrived, the remaining bikers went to jail, the motion 

states.  “This interview with the district Atty’s office changed the 

scope & course of the investigation,” the motion alleges. “The 

decisions involved were made not by the LE officers, but by the 

above prosecutors (and possibly others within that office). The 

affidavit supporting arrest was not written according to the facts 

noted by any individual officer, but by the district Atty’s office.”   

Anastasio said she intends to call Reyna & possibly his assistants 

as witnesses because of their role in the case. That is why she is 

seeking their disqualification from prosecuting it.   “During the 

course of this investigation, the district Attys, while they do have 

a right to advise LE as to how to proceed in a case, took over the 

investigation in this case & overstepped their bounds,” she said.    

“Defense Attys have a right to inquire as to the course of the 

investigation in a case. If the person directing the course of the 

investigation is the prosecuting Atty, then I have a right to ask that 

person about that.”

Austin, June 9-12.  Representatives from MCs across the country 

met in Austin to present a unified voice in defense of the 

community.  Motorcycle profiling is a Nat’l epidemic impacting 

motorcyclists coast to coast.  There is a well-established pattern of 

evidence proving LE consistently targets individuals for no other 

reason than their appearance or membership in a MC.  These clubs 

are a microcosm of America, comprised of riders from all walks 

of life. In attendance were Christian clubs, Military Veterans 

clubs, Clean & Sober clubs, Child Abuse Assistance Clubs, 1% 

clubs, & riding clubs reflective of the rich culture & history of our 

country & the multitude of personal interests available to us all.   

Significantly, representatives of many Nat’l organizations vilified 

by LE & the media were represented & standing together 

projecting a unified voice & agreement on the issue of 

discrimination & profiling. This press conference was also 

tangible proof that clubs that allegedly do not associate with each 

other can peacefully come together & unify around common 

ground issues that impact the entire community.  Double D 

explained, “To be clear, the Nat’l Council of Clubs does not speak 

for any one club or on behalf of any one club. The NCOC 

represents the collective voice of the community united around the 

idea that membership in MCs & expression of that membership 

should be fundamentally protected by the 1st Amendment & not 

used as a profiling factor.”

Atty).  The NCOC chose the 1st Anniversary of Waco to announce 

a Nat’l protest. “The suffering of innocents at the hands of LE & 

the criminal justice system in Waco is an outrageous example of 

the motorcycle profiling epidemic. The 1st anniversary of this 

tragedy is an appropriate time to bring attention to the civil rights 

deprivations occurring in Waco & the rest of the country.” 
 

    Mass Arrests, Probable Cause, And Ignoring Foundational 

Constitutional Protections: A primary message delivered by the 

NCOC, echoing legal & criminal justice experts around America, 

related to the blatant civil liberty violations involved in arresting 

nearly 200 people without any individualized proof or evidence of 

wrongdoing & issuing identical $1 million punitive bonds.  Most 

were arrested for no other reason than their affiliation with a MC 

in blatant violation of fundamental principles like the freedom of 

association & the doctrine of personal guilt.

The fight against the Rebels, Mongols, Hells Angels – May 20, 

2016 – Australia – By Ellen Whinnett; www.HeraldSun.com.au - 

Immigration Minister Peter Dutton has a name for what the 

authorities are doing to smash the power of outlaw bikie groups.   

He calls it “cutting the head off the snake.’’   The Fed Gov’t has 

set out to systematically destroy outlaw MCs in Australia, & have 

focused heavily on the Rebels, the group founded by the Maltese-

born Alex Vella more than 40 years ago.   It is Australia’s largest 

bikie gang, with more than 1100 members & 900 associates. It is 

responsible for a string of murders, extortion & shootings, & runs 

major drug & weapon-smuggling rings.   The plan to take on the 

Rebels was military-like - it involved taking out its leadership.  So 

new laws were used to ban Vella, the so-called “Maltese Falcon’’ 

from Australia, with his residency rights stripped while he was 

holidaying in Malta in 2014.  Authorities say that the Rebels have 

since been beset by leadership & internal power struggles which 

have weakened their criminal empire & caused members to 

“patch-out’’, or join rival clubs.  The man earmarked to take over 

from Vella, Rebels Sgt-at-Arms Simon Rasic, died from natural 

causes shortly after Vella was exiled.   The club has apparently not 

yet settled on a new leader.   “Part of our strategy is cutting the 

head off the snake,’’ Dutton told the Herald Sun.  “It creates a 

great vacuum & creates friction & that’s a perfect strategy for 

disruption.  “Those who are involved in serious crime are being 

made the highest priority.  “Intelligence agencies priorities the 

targets & deliberately they’ve gone for the leaders of the outlaw 

motorcycle gangs.’’ 
 

    Justice Minister Michael Keenan said the Coalition was 

alarmed by how entrenched bikies had become, & the Coalition 

made them a LE priority after coming to Gov’t in Sept 2013.  “We 

knew we had a problem on our hands because of the massive bikie 

brawl on the Gold Coast just prior to the election,’’ he said.  “They 

were brawling in broad daylight in front of mums & dads & kids. 

It was terrifying & it was enough. We knew we had to do 

something.’’  The Australian Gangs Intelligence Co-ordination 

Centre was opened in Canberra in Dec 2013, co-located with the 

Australian Crime Commission.  Crime-fighters from 6 major 

agencies - the Crime Commission, Australian Fed Police, 

Australian Border Force, Australian Taxation Office & Dept of 

Human Services - were brought in to work together to get a laser-

sharp intelligence picture of Australia’s outlaw bikies. 
 

    The Natôl Gangs List was created - a detailed intelligence file 

on every bikie members in Australia, & their associates, including 

lawyers & accounts.  There are 4500 bikies on the list, along with 

2500 of their associates, & 900 prospects, or bikies on probation.  

Justice Minister Michael Keenan said the aim of creating the big 

intelligence file was to find a way for LE officials to target the 

bikies & shut them down.  “We plan to make their lives as 

miserable as possible,’’ he said.  “The idea is to find out what their 

vulnerabilities are. How can we get them?  Can we get them 

through their tax? Can we get them through immigration?  “If they 

forget to do their tax, if they’re driving a Lamborghini but they’re 

telling the ATO they earned $20,000 last year.  “We use the Dept 

of Human Services. They always seemed to be on welfare.  

“Everyone knows they are crooks.   They’ve been the face of 

public crime for years.  It sends all the wrong messages.’’ 
 

    Immigration has proven to be a particularly valuable weapon 

in the Govt’s arsenal.   The briefcase is double-sized, securely 

locked, & has been passed, hand-to-hand, from the LE agencies to 

the Immigration Dept’s public servants, on to the Dep’tal lawyers, 

then to Dutton’s desk.   Inside it contains a thick paper file, held 

in a white ring-bound folder, which contains all the details of the 

life & crimes of a foreign-born bikie. It has been compiled by the 

LE agencies.   His family members - partner, children, siblings. 

His associates - their names & occupations.  The names of his 

lawyer & his accountant.  His travel record, & his current 

whereabouts.  His police record, if he has one (and they almost 

always do).  Dutton will read the file, make a decision on whether 

to cancel their visa.  His decision will take into account such things 

as the target’s personal circumstances.  “Like, Australian-born 

children, illness in the family, any exceptional circumstances. It 

paints a picture of the whole family,’’ Dutton said. 
 

    Then, once he has weighed the personal circumstances up 

against the risk he believes the person poses, he will pick up a pen 

& ink his signature on a document which will strip away that 

bikie’s ability to remain in Australia.  The file will be locked back 

in the briefcase, & be passed hand-to-hand back through the 

lawyers, the public servants, intelligence agencies, then to the 

Australian Border Force.  If the bikies is overseas, his visa will be 

cancelled, & he will be advised that he is not permitted back into 

Australia.  If he is on Australian soil, he will be detained by Border 

Force officers, usually with the help of state police, taken into 

custody, & deported.  Dutton said law changes introduced by the 

Gov’t means those who fail character tests can lose their residency 

status.  Those who are commit serious crimes & are sentenced to 

more than a year’s jail face mandatory cancellation of their visas.   

It’s called a ‘501 cancellation’-those who have had their residency 

status cancelled after failing section 501 of the Migration Act 1958 

on character grounds.   Bikies don’t have to have a criminal record.  

They just have to be of sufficiently bad character for the minister 

to decide Australia doesn’t want you anymore.  Dutton says 25 

members of the Rebels have been booted out of Australia so far, 

along with 20 members of the Comancheros, & 11 Bandidos.  

Other groups including the Mongols, Hells Angels, Nomads, 

Odins Warriors, Black Uhlans, Finks, Gypsy Jokers, Rock 

Machine, Lone Wolf & Notorious have had members exiled. 
 

   Last financial year, 580 people who failed the character test had 

their residency visas cancelled, while another 777 have been 

exiled this financial year, Of those told to get out of Australia this 

year, 723 were men, & 54 were female.  Over the period of 2 years, 

93 bikies lost their residency status.  As of mid-April, 428 foreign-

ers ordered to leave were in immigration detention, waiting for 

deportation after their visas were cancelled.  Some of those punted 

include Shane Martin, a senior Rebel & father of Richmond 

Football Club star Dustin Martin, who voluntarily went back to his 

birth country New Zealand after Dutton revoked his residency 

http://www.heraldsun.com.au/


status & the police arrested him & locked him up.  Geelong-based, 

English-born Dan Roach was stranded after he went to Thailand 

on holiday & had his residency revoked.  He is alleged to be an 

enforcer with the Bandidos, & is appealing his deportation in 

court.  “There is an intelligence picture painted,’’ Dutton said of 

how he makes his decisions.  “It’s a complete picture. It’s got a 

security classification because of the sensitivity of the issue & the 

way it’s been compiled.  “A team of lawyers works on it in the 

Dept. If it’s an urgent matter & there’s a sensitive operation 

attached to the individual I can turn it around in a day.  “With 

backwards & forward (questions) it can take a week.’’ 
 

    Michael Keenan carefully tracks the numbers of outlaw 

motorcycle gangs & their members.  There are 38 active clubs with 

400 chapters. The Rebels are the biggest, followed by the 

Bandidos with 400 members & more than 400 associates, then the 

Comancheros, with 300 members & more than 400 assts, the HAs, 

with 280 members & about 400 associates, & the Mongols, who 

have 150 members & about 200 associates.   As Justice Minister, 

Keenan has ultimate responsibility for the Morpheus Task Force, 

a Nat’l LE group aimed purely at breaking up outlaw motorcycle 

gangs.   “It’s task is to detect, deter & disrupt criminal activities of 

all Australian outlaw motorcycle gangs,’’ Keenan said.   Its 

members are drawn from all state & territory police forces, the 

Australian Crime Commission, AFP, tax office, corporate 

watchdog ASIC, Border Force, & AUSTRAC, which watches for 

suspicious financial transactions.   It arose from the Attero 

TaskForce, originally designed to target the Rebels, & by Dec last 

year, Morpheus had made 1588 arrests, laid 3840 charges, 

executed 799 search warrants & seized 332 firearms & 13,800 

rounds of ammunition.   As well, it seized $ 3.6 million cash & 

almost 300 kilograms of drugs. 
 

    Among the bikies under close scrutiny are 440 non-citizens, 

who are residing here. Of these, 284 are from our close neighbor, 

New Zealand & another 84 are from the UK.   Keenan says the 

decision to keep Vella out of the country shows how effective 

exiling senior bikies can be.  “A decision was made to target him 

while he was overseas.  He was notified while he was there that 

his right to stay in Australia had been rescinded,’’ he said.  Vella, 

who had lived n Sydney, appealed through the Australian courts, 

even trying, unsuccessfully, to take his case to the High Court. His 

fate is now sealed & he will never return to Australia, the place he 

had called home for more than 4 decades.  Keenan said Vella tried 

but failed to continue running his empire from Malta.  “He 

attempted to exert his influence from overseas - this is a club he’d 

been running for 40 years,’’ he said.  “The Rebels were his gang.  

Now there is a leadership vacuum & that’s a good thing.  We have 

dealt a hard blow to that gang.  “During Vella’s reign in Australia, 

our LE agencies arrested more than 3000 Rebels members & 

associates on more than 4200 charges ranging from serious 

assault, kidnapping offences to firearms & drug offences.  “Since 

Vella’s visit was cancelled last year, information suggests the 

Rebels are in disarray with a number of Rebels members patching 

out of the club.  “Our LE agencies are monitoring the ongoing 

impact recent patch-outs have had on overall membership 

numbers & activities.’’ 
 

    Keenan & Dutton meet regularly in Canberra when Parliament 

is sitting to check through the updated list & look at the LE 

recommendations on which bikies should be targeted for 

deportation.   “We take great pleasure in crossing people off the 

list, we go down it one by one,’’ Keenan said.   “This will result 

in generational change.  “There are still 400 bad guys. But we will 

stop people thinking they can come here & set up in the Australian 

market.’’   He said LE had been asking for years for an improved 

Gov’t response to tackle bikies.  “We are making the effort to get 

rid of the worst of the worst.’’   New Zealand has objected to its 

citizens being forcibly deported, & the issue has been raised at 

Prime Minister level.  Keenan makes no apologies, & defends the 

fact people can be deported even if they do not have a criminal 

record.  “It is not a conviction-based regime.  The character test is 

much broader,’’ he said. 
 

    The Dept of Foreign Affairs is advised when a bikie is being 

deported, & the birth country’s authorities are alerted.  Keenan 

said another area of concern was the potential crossover of outlaw 

motorcycle gangs comprising people with strong links to Middle 

Eastern crime families, & terrorism.   That’s where the Australian 

Crime Commission, with its coercive powers & secret hearings, 

plays a particular role.   “We are aware of terror intelligence. We 

don’t want to see a nexus between terrorism & organized crime,’’ 

Keenan said.  “They recruit from the same pool. Some will do stuff 

that Australians won’t do. More brutal than the traditional bikie 

with a high propensity for violence.’’  It’s easier to keep out a bikie 

who gets his visa revoked when he’s already overseas.  But that 

doesn’t always happen, so bikies are targeted on Australian soil. 
 

    If theyôre not in custody, they can be taken to immigration 

detention — at Villawood, & Maribyrnong, & sometimes to 

Christmas Island.  The Australian Gov’t sometimes has to charter 

flights to take them there, as commercial airlines occasionally 

refuse to fly them.  The cost is high, but Dutton says it’s money 

well spent.  “Ideally they should go from jail to the plane but some 

may still be out in the community,’’ he said.  “It’s worth every 

cent — it’s the best money Australia will ever spend.  “There is no 

doubt in my mind it is making Australia a safer place.’’ 
 

    Dutton, an ex-Queensland police officer who worked for a 

time in the sex offenders squad bringing rapists & pedophiles to 

justice, says booting out criminals is “incredibly satisfying work.’’  

“It’s rewarding work, removing someone who is selling drugs or 

sexually assaulting children. You’re saving future victims,’’ he 

said.  He recalls the impact sex offenders had on young victims, 

saying: “the cases, the stories, the young boys & girls, it stays with 

you.  “I’m now in a position to prevent that misery taking place & 

that makes it a good day in the office.’’

While he 

did not want to appear insensitive, he also didn’t want to miss an  

opportunity so he asked ... “Well, before you jump, why don’t you 

give me a kiss?”   So she does... And it was a long, passionate, 

deep-tongued, lingering, thrilling kiss.  After she’s finished, the 

biker says, “Wow! That was the best kiss I have ever had.  That’s 

a real talent you are going to waste. That was one hell of a kiss!!!  

Why are you committing suicide?”   “My parents don’t like me 

dressing up like a girl ......”

AgingRebel.com - Last Tue, May 17, the Louisiana 

House & Senate passed a bill, by a combined vote of 124 – 3, that 

defines police as a protected class.  The law reads: “It shall be 

unlawful for any person to select the victim of the following 

offenses against person & property because of actual or perceived 

race, age, gender, religion, color, creed, disability, sexual 

orientation, Nat’l origin, or ancestry of that person or the owner or 

occupant of that property or because of actual or perceived 

membership or service in, or employment with, an organization, 

or because of actual or perceived employment as a LE officer… 

1st or 2nd degree murder; manslaughter; battery; aggravated 

battery; second degree battery; aggravated assault with a firearm; 

terrorizing; mingling harmful substances; simple or 3rd degree 

rape, forcible or second degree rape, or 18 aggravated or 1st degree 

rape; sexual battery, 2nd degree sexual battery; oral sexual 

battery; carnal knowledge of a juvenile; indecent behavior with 

juveniles; molestation of a juvenile or a person with a physical or 

mental disability; simple, 2nd degree, or aggravated kidnapping; 

simple or aggravated arson; communicating of false info of 

planned arson; simple or aggravated criminal damage to property; 

contamination of water supplies; simple or aggravated burglary; 

criminal trespass; simple, 1st degree, or armed robbery; purse 

snatching; extortion; theft; desecration of graves; institutional 

vandalism; or assault by drive-by shooting.”  The significance of 

the new law seems to be more symbolic than actual. 
  

    Fraternal Order Of Police: Louisiana Governor John Bel 

Edwards is expected to sign the new law which was heavily 

promoted by the largest police union in the United States. Edwards 

issued a press release that said, “Police officers & firefighters 

often perform life-saving acts of heroism, oftentimes under very 

dangerous circumstances, & are integral in maintaining order & 

civility in our society. The members of the LE community deserve 

these protections, & I look forward to signing this bill into law.”  

In a prepared statement, Chuck Canterbury, who is the Nat’l Pres 

of the Fraternal Order of Police, said, “Talking heads on television 

& inflammatory rhetoric on social media are inciting acts of hatred 

& violence toward our nation’s peace officers. Our members are 

increasingly under fire by individuals motivated by nothing more 

than a desire to kill or injure a cop.”  The FOP has also launched 

a public relations campaign called “Our True Heroes” which is 

intended to “educate the public on the positive role that LE plays 

in our communities.”  Canterbury has noticed that.  “public 

support for LE is at an all-time low.”  The Louisiana law is the 

result of a Nat’l, public relations campaign called “Blue Lives 

Matter” that includes the goal of making police a protected class 

under Fed law.

Tampa Bay recently released an expose titled “Uncovering the 

Tampa Bay firefighters who run with criminal motorcycle gangs” 

asserting that club members in public safety positions has LE 

concerned. A few days after this expose, Tampa Bay PD tased & 

arrested Outlaws MC member at a local bar claiming that he had 

resisted arrest & assaulted police officers. However, video footage 

capturing the incident shows officers tasing the club member 

while he had his hands behind his back in compliance with the 

officer’s demands. Although the officer’s actions are inexcusable 

& deserving of civil & criminal liability, the actions of ABC 

Action News are equally deplorable & should be condemned in 

the court of public opinion.   ABC News in Tampa Bay is a 

primary example of promoting extremely irresponsible journalism 

in favor of tabloid-like sensationalism. This attempt to spread fear, 

as opposed to truth, furthers a stereotype fueling an epidemic of 

motorcycle profiling & discrimination nationwide.   ABC Action 

News, flying in the face of fundamental constitutional principles, 

condemns & judges’ men dedicated to public safety.  Men that 

have no criminal records. Men dedicated to saving human lives.  

Men that are Captains of Fire Depts in the Tampa Bay Area. 

Suggesting that restrictions should be imposed on these 

individuals, restrictions like access to public safety employment 

opportunities, merely based on their membership in a MC, 

violates the doctrine of personal guilt & the rights to expression & 

association embedded in the 1st Amendment. 
 

    MCs, including those clubs labeled organized or criminal 

gangs by authorities, are 1st Amendment protected associations. 

There is ñno evidence that by merely wearing [MC] ñcolors,ò an 

individual is ñinvolved in or associated with the alleged violent or 

criminal activity of other [MC] members. It is a fundamental 

principle that the Govôt may not impose restrictions on an 

individual ñmerely because an individual belong[s] to a group, 

some members of which committed acts of violence.ò In fact, the 

Supreme Court has long ñdisapproved governmental action . . . 

denying rights & privileges solely because of a citizenôs 

association with an unpopular organization.ò Healy v. James, 408 

U.S. 169, 185-86 (1972). 
 

     To impose restrictions on any person who wears the insignia 

of a MC, “without regard to or knowledge of that individual’s 

specific intent to engage in the alleged violent activities committed 

by other members, is antithetical to the basic principles enshrined 

in the First Amendment & repugnant to the fundamental doctrine 

of personal guilt that is a hallmark of American jurisprudence. 

(See Coles v. Carlini, U.S. District Court for the District of New 

Jersey, Civil No. 10-6132, Opinion, 9/30/2015, p.28) 
 

    But instead of promoting the fundamental rights protected by 

the 1st Amendment, ironically the same rights protecting a free 

press, ABC Action News has made the conscious choice to fuel 

hyperbole & discriminatory stereotyping by suggesting mere 

membership in a MC, even absent any evidence of individualized 

intent to commit a crime, is sufficient to justify termination from 

the Fire Dept. 
 

    Moreover, the tangible implications of promoting baseless fear 

should drive an ethical & moral obligation in the news media to 

avoid irresponsible sensationalism. Is it a coincidence that a few 

days following the ABC News expose a firefighter that is also a 
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member of the Outlaws MC was tased while he was complying, 

with his hands behind his back?  Does public perception driven by 

sensationalism make LE abuses like this more likely because they 

think no one will sympathize with a biker? 
 

    Public perception & opinion in many ways determines policy. 

The role of the news media should be to inform the public as 

accurately as possible in hopes of encouraging ethical public 

policy. ABC Action News is an embarrassment to journalism & 

outrageously ignorant of the same 1st Amendment principles that 

protect their ability to spread irresponsible tabloid media. 
 

    The Supreme Court has long disapproved of governmental 

action denying rights & privileges solely because of a citizen’s 

association with an unpopular organization.  ABC Action News 

should be dedicated to reporting that governmental discrimination 

& profiling, even against MCs, is inconsistent with the Supreme 

Court’s long held mandate. But that would require focusing on the 

importance of fundamental liberties as opposed to the commercial 

value of abhorrent tabloid journalism. 
 

Victory For Kansas City Motorcyclists-Rockfest Lifts “No 

Colors” Ban. – May 25, 2016 – Kansas – By David “Double D” 

Deverauz; www.MotorcycleProfilingProject.com -  Promotors of 

Rockfest, held in Kansas City Sat, May 14th, originally posted an 

announcement online that no MC colors would be allowed into 

the event.  The Kansas Confederation of Clubs, National Council 

of Clubs, & concerned motorcyclists in Kansas immediately 

responded with a mobilized effort to change this discriminatory 

policy. Within 24 hours of the announcement being posted, it was 

reported to the MPP that a member of the Kansas MC community 

talked directly to the promoters & made “convincing arguments” 

ultimately resulting in an agreement to lift the “no colors” ban. 
 

    Following the announcement of a MC colors ban at Rockfest, 

the KCOC Spokesperson informed the MPP that he had sent an 

email to Bob Edwards, Program Director of 98.9 The Rock, the 

promoter of Rockfest:   Mr. Edwards: It was with some surprise 

that we in the MC community learned that Rockfest is imposing a 

ban on members of MCs wearing their colors to your event. To 

our knowledge, this is the first time such a ban has been 

publicized; several members have stated that they observed colors 

from several area clubs at last yearôs Rockfest. As far as we know, 

there were no incidents reported & no ñtensionò was evident as a 

result.  Your website states that Rockfest is a ñcolors neutralò 

show. It further expresses The Rockôs ñutmost respect for our 

local clubsò yet asks that we ñleave the colors at homeò. Being a 

ñcolors neutralò show is one thing, however, you cannot both 

have ñutmost respectò for MCs & simultaneously impose a colors 

ban. This ban is tantamount to profiling MC members based on 

how they look & prevents them from exercising their rights of free 

association & expression guaranteed under the First Amendment 

to the US Constitution. It is also a direct insult to MC members & 

shows the utmost disrespect to the entire MC community.  Please 

remember that this ban affects a significant portion of your 

listeners, customers of your various sponsors & fans of many of 

the bands scheduled to perform at Rockfest.   The Kansas 

Confederation of Clubs & the Natôl Council of Clubs condemns in 

the strongest terms this outrageous ban on MCs wearing their 

colors to Rockfest. News of this ban & our reaction to it is being 

disseminated by the most expeditious means possible to every MC 

in this region.  We strongly encourage you to reconsider this ban 

& allow MC members to attend in whatever attire they deem 

appropriate in their individual judgement.   Sincerely, Brian

    The KCOC also sent the text of the letter to Worth H-D, one 

of the sponsors of the event.  The KCOC was also in near 

immediate communication with COC representatives in Missouri 

& to every club that participates in the Kansas COC. The KCOC 

also had plans to send the text of the letter to every band that is 

scheduled to perform at Rockfest. Finally, the KCOC posted text 

of the letter on the News portion of www.kscoc.net ...  In addition, 

the Chair of the Missouri COC also emailed Edwards multiple 

times during the day following the KCOC’s initial contact.  Later 

that same day the KCOC Spokesperson told the MPP, “I learned 

a couple of hours ago that they’ve lifted the colors ban. 

Apparently, from what I’m told, a member of one of the clubs in 

the area called the promoter & made a “compelling argument” for 

lifting the ban.”  Reports from the KCOC confirm that Rockfest 

lifted the ban during the event. MC members in their colors were 

visible throughout the event. Importantly, there were absolutely 

zero problems or incidents.   The rapid mobilization of the MC 

community in Kansas in response to a blatantly discriminatory 

policy based on nothing more than stereotype is further testament 

to the power of grassroots movements to effect immediate change 

utilizing the democratic process. “At the very least, the recipients 

have a much better idea, I’m sure, of how such a ban goes over as 

well as a taste for how quickly & forcefully we can react”, says 

the KCOC. 
 

33 arrested in drug trafficking bust - May 26, 2016 - Texas - By 

Erin Stone; www.MRT.com - One Midlander & 32 Odessans were 

arrested Thu morning on Fed drug trafficking charges stemming 

from 2 separate investigations by Fed, state & local authorities.  

The sole Midlander arrested was Dorothy Norris, 61, who faces up 

to 20 years in prison if convicted of the charge of maintaining a 

drug-involved premise.  Operation Glittery Bowtie, which 

involved the DEA, Midland & Odessa PDs, Ector & Midland 

county sheriff’s offices & the Texas Dept of Public Safety, led to 

the arrests of 33 people: 25 were arrested Thu morning & 8 had 

already been detained on other charges. Another 8 people are still 

being sought, it was revealed at a press conference Thu.  Those 

arrested were charged for their roles in allegedly possessing with 

intention to distribute multi-kilogram quantities of cocaine & 

“crack” cocaine. Operation Glittery Bowtie resulted in 11 Fed 

indictments charging 41 defendants for their roles in the alleged 

distribution conspiracy since Jan. 2. 
 

    The 2nd operation, dubbed Operation Buy Pebbles, involved 

the arrests of 7 La Familia MC Members for the alleged 

distribution of cocaine since Aug 2014. A single indictment 

charged 11 different individuals with conspiracy with intent to 

possess & distribute cocaine in the Midland-Odessa area, said Bill 

Lewis, assistant United States Atty in the Midland office. 
 

    “These are operations that took countless hours, a lot of time, 

a lot of manpower,” said Lewis at the press conference. “Without 

the dedication & hard work of the men & women in LE coming 

together & doing these types of investigations these results 

wouldn’t be possible. We hope as a result of these indictments, the 

Permian Basin area will become a safer place for everybody to live 

in.”  Authorities seized more than 3 kilograms of cocaine, one 

residence in Midland, 3 motorcycles, 4 cars & approximately 

$195,000 in cash, along with the arrests during both operations.  
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They also seized marijuana.  In 2012, DEA along with their LE 

partners in Midland started an investigation during which an 

individual by the name of Elijah Pena, one of the top suspects 

arrested Thursday morning, was identified as a source of cocaine 

supply to the organization they were looking into during the 2012 

operation, said Will Glaspy, DEA Special Agent in charge of the 

El Paso division, which includes Midland & Odessa.  “At that 

time, we didn’t have the evidence to also charge Pena so Mr. Pena 

had remained free to conduct his criminal activities,” said Glaspy.   

Last May, the DEA partnered with state, local & Fed partners to 

instigate Operation Glittery Bowtie. The operation initially 

focused on the drug trafficking activities of Clarence Stephens, 25, 

of Odessa. He now faces a sentence of 10 years to life if convicted.   

Stephens’ role in the drug trafficking operation was to “rock” 

powder cocaine received from Mathew Rodriguez, 29, of Odessa, 

into “crack” cocaine to be distributed on the streets, Glaspy said. 

They later identified Pena as also being the source of cocaine to 

Rodriguez, said Glaspy. 
 

    The FBI, who also coordinated with local agencies in the joint 

operations, conducted warrants on La Familia MC members 

Thursday for their involvement in the trafficking operations.  This 

club was patched over to (or made full members of) the Bandidos 

MC soon after an April 2015 event at a bar in Odessa where there 

was a near confrontation between the Cossacks MC & La Familia, 

said Doug Lindquist, FBI special agent in charge of the El Paso 

division.  About 6 weeks after that incident in Odessa, the 

infamous shootout broke out in Waco between the Bandidos, 

Cossacks & their allies.  “The 2 clubs are going against each other 

& (the patching over) was a way for the Bandidos to increase their 

numbers,” said Lindquist.   Nine La Familia members were 

arrested Thu, while 3 remain fugitives, said Lindquist.   The FBI 

seized 6 long guns, 3 short guns, 3 assault weapons &  4 pistols 

from the residences they raided.  They also seized $146,000 in 

cash & 7 vehicles & motorcycles.   “As for the 3 subjects, we soon 

expect to have them in custody,” Lindquist said. “We found we 

had a common supplier with the DEA (Pena), so we put the 

investigations together & that resulted in today’s joint takedown 

operation.”   There were about 15 officers from MPD who helped 

out with the investigations, said city spokeswoman Sara Bustilloz, 

& about 45 to 50 officers from OPD said spokesman Steve 

LeSeuer.  All of the detainees face sentences of between 10 years 

& life in Fed prison; between 5 & 40 years in Fed prison; & up to 

20 years in Fed prison depending on the amount of controlled 

substances involved.  Their hearings are scheduled for next week 

in Midland. 
 

Colorado Expo Evicted - May 27, 2016 – Colorado – By The 

Aging Rebel; www.AgingRebel.com - Last night, the Nat’l 

Western Complex in Denver announced that it will no longer host 

the Colorado Motorcycle Expo. The Expo has been held annually 

& peacefully in Denver since 1978.  In a written statement, Paul 

Andrews, Pres & CEO of the Nat’l Western Complex told the 

Denver Post, “After months of research & discussions with 

various agencies, it is in the best interest of public safety to move 

in a different direction & not have the expo in our facilities in 

2017.”  The Expo was one of a diminishing number of motorcycle 

events that allowed visitors to wear MC insignia. Not only were 

club members allowed to attend, MCs were encouraged to rent 

booths.  MCs in Colo have always considered the Expo to be a 

neutral, family event & there was never any inter-club violence at 

it until this year.  The Iron Order MC wrote the conclusion to that 

last Jan 30 when Colo prison guard & IO member Derrick “Kong” 

Duran shot & seriously wounded Mongols MC member Jared 

“Hercules” Chadwick & fatally shot Mongol Victor “Nubs” 

Mendoza. Duran has not been charged with any crime & retains 

his job in the Colo prison system. 
 

    Izod Speaks Out: Duran & other members of the IO appear to 

have deliberately sought out & confronted the Mongols who were 

working at a booth.  IO members have been involved in numerous 

violent events in the last 2 years including at least 3 homicides. In 

an affidavit signed in Florida on May 6, current IO Pres Patrick 

“Brit” Ward denied that club leadership has been encouraging its 

members’ pugnacity. “In no form or manner does the IOMC 

exercise any control of the activities of its chapters,” Ward swore.  

But former IO Pres Ray “Izod” Lubesky does not think the rash of 

violence is coincidental. Lubesky is no longer a member of the IO.  

He is now Pres of the Iron Legacy MC.   Lubesky told The Aging 

Rebel, “We (the Iron Legacy) have reached out to the Mongols 

across the country to make sure they know we have absolutely 

nothing to do with the IO & certainly would never do what 

happened in Denver. I personally attended that show as Internat’l 

Pres of the IO several years & we never had any issues with any 

clubs because we conducted ourselves appropriately & 

respectfully. In 10 years we never had a single issue with the 

Mongols.  Whatever manifested itself between the IO & all the 

clubs who have engaged with the IO recently has roots in the past 

21 months under Brit’s leadership. The IO has had more violence 

in the last 8 months than we had in more than 11 years under Carl 

“Iceman” Janisch’s leadership & mine.”

The cases stem from an incident 

in the early morning of April 17, when several motorcyclists 

confronted a security employee outside Jethro’s on US 52 in 

Aberdeen, resulting in injuries to one of the bikers & the employ-

yee, police said.  The men are allegedly members of the Iron 

Horsemen MC who were attempting to enter the business, Pd said. 
 

    Robert Steven Bowling of Cincinnati, was indicted on felony 

charges of participating in a criminal gang; 2 counts of felonious 

assault, with a criminal gang specification & being a repeat violent 

offender; aggravated riot, with a criminal gang activity 

specification; & misdemeanor assault, aggravated trespass & 

criminal trespass. 
 

    Lawrence Wayne Allen Jr. of Peebles, OH, was indicted on 

felony charges of participating in a criminal gang; felonious 

assault, with a criminal gang specification; aggravated riot, with a 

criminal gang activity specification; & misdemeanor assault, 

aggravated trespass & criminal trespass. 
 

    Wesley Alan Gibson of Hillsboro, OH, was indicted on felony 

charges of participating in a criminal gang; felonious assault, with 

a criminal gang specification; aggravated riot, with a criminal 

gang activity specification; & misdemeanor assault, aggravated 

trespass & criminal trespass. 

    John A. McIntosh Jr. of West Union, OH, was indicted on 

felony charges of participating in a criminal gang; felonious 

assault, with a criminal gang specification; aggravated riot, with a 

criminal gang activity specification; & misdemeanor assault, 

aggravated trespass & criminal trespass.

Police say “civil war” in Kingsmen biker gang was behind 

2014 slaying of 2 members – May 28, 2016 – New York – By 

Dan Herbeck; www.BuffaloNews.com - Even now, nearly 6 

decades after it first appeared on the backs of local bikers, the gold 

knight’s helmet & red feather patch serves as a reminder that this 

is Kingsmen turf.  Yes, there are other biker gangs here, but none 

as large or with roots as deep in the community as the one with the 

motto, “Live Kingsmen, Die Kingsmen.”  Over the years, the gang 

grew from a small club in Lockport into a major East Coast 

organization, all the while avoiding the violent outlaw reputation 

that followed bigger Nat’l gangs like the Bandidos, Mongols & 

Hells Angels.   But then, according to Fed prosecutors, 2 things 

happened to the Kingsmen: North Tonawanda native David Pirk 

became Nat’l Pres &, on Pirk’s orders, 2 of the club’s leaders were 

executed in North Tonawanda by a fellow gang member. 
 

    Suddenly, the Kingsmen were seen as ñone-percenters,ò biker 

slang for the small number of motorcycle riders who are hardened 

criminals.  “There was a big split in the Kingsmen,” said Donald 

C. Davis, a former biker gang member who writes “The Aging 

Rebel,” a Nat’l blog popular with bikers. “Pirk wanted them to 

become a one-percent club, & a lot of members were against it. A 

lot of the Kingsmen in New York State & Pennsylvania wanted to 

mellow it out, & not become something out of the ‘Sons of 

Anarchy.’ ”   Pirk, a Florida resident, & 15 other Kingsmen are 

now charged with turning the club into a criminal enterprise 

dependent on drug-dealing, illegal weapons sales & prostitution. 

Pirk faces the death penalty if convicted of ordering the 2 murders, 

a charge he denies.    LE officials say the Kingsmen were 

essentially split into 2 factions – club members in Western New 

York who didn’t want to be one-percenters & the guys down in 

Florida who did.  “These killings were done to send a message,” 

said one investigator familiar with the case. “There has been a civil 

war within the Kingsmen organization over the past few years, & 

these 2 killings were 100% connected to the civil war.” 
 

    Over the years, the Kingsmen had their share of rivalries that 

turned ugly, most notably a longstanding feud with the Chosen 

Few, but the violence never reached the level of other, more 

notorious biker incidents across the country.   But then, in Sept 

2014, came what many saw as a clear message that life among the 

Kingsmen was changing – the murders of Daniel “DJ” Szymanski 

& Paul Maue by fellow gang member Andre “Little Bear” Jenkins.  

“It’s hard to make sense of,” Randy McBee, a professor at Texas 

Tech & the author of “Born to Be Wild,” a recent book on bikers, 

said of the killings. “It’s almost a kind of old-school gang 

politics.”  In the eyes of many, the murders were a warning to 

Kingsmen everywhere. Investigators say between 20 & 30 

Kingsmen had already left the gang for a rival club, the Niagara 

County-based Nickel City Nomads. Sources say Szymanski & 

Maue were rumored to be leaving, as well. 

    Maueôs friends donôt buy it.   “There is no way Paul would ever 

have left the Kingsmen,” said a longtime family friend, who spoke 

on the condition of anonymity after voicing extreme fears of the 

Kingsmen. “Paul was just too loyal to that club. He cared more 

about the Kingsmen than he cared about many of the people in his 

own family.”  Bikers have told the Maue family that there was an 

earlier confrontation at the North Tonawanda Kingsmen 

clubhouse on the night when Maue & Szymanski were killed. 

They claim Jenkins, who is serving life without parole, had been 

locked out of the club & was angry.  “I don’t understand why Paul 

was killed,” the family friend said. “A war between 2 biker 

groups? I can see that. I can see people getting killed in something 

like that. But killing someone from your own club? Your brother 

bikers? I can’t understand that.” 
 

    Focusing on Pirk: Even though 16 Kingsmen are charged in 

the Fed prosecution, it’s David Pirk that the feds want more than 

anyone else. Investigators say the Kingsmen Pres was the force 

behind the double murder plot & the campaign to become one-

percenters.  Now 65, Pirk, with his tattoos, long white hair & 

beard, has the look of a biker. He grew up in North Tonawanda, 

lived in a Lockport mobile home for a time & eventually moved 

to Eustis, Fla., where he ran a tree-trimming service.   “Most bikers 

are followers, but David was a leader,” said one biker who knows 

Pirk. “When I knew him, he was working for a guy who cut down 

trees. Dave was a family man, not a troublemaker. I never even 

knew him to get into a fight.”   Prosecutors claim there’s a much 

more sinister side to Pirk. They also claim he was behind the 

transition to a criminal organization. Bill Peidlow, the Kingsmen’s 

new acting Pres, wouldn’t comment on the murders or Pirk’s 

alleged ties to them in an interview with The Buffalo News, but he 

described the indictment as “embellished” & “overblown.”  When 

asked about the reports of a civil war within the club, Peidlow said 

there was discussion over the move to a one-percent club 3 years 

ago that never went anywhere. After the murders, the club’s Nat’l 

board formally voted down the idea, he said.  “We’re not into that 

type of lifestyle,” Peidlow said. “We’re a family-oriented club, & 

that’s a priority for all of us.”   After Pirk’s arrest in Florida, a Fed 

prosecutor there told a judge that Pirk is a dangerous man with a 

criminal history that includes past arrests for obstruction, escape, 

resisting arrest, conspiracy, reckless endangerment & leaving the 

scene of an accident. Prosecutors did not specify the outcomes of 

those cases.  In 1995, the Niagara County Sheriff’s Office charged 

Pirk & another individual with going to a Lockport man’s home & 

beating him with a crutch & a television set. The outcome of that 

case also was not available.   Before their arrest earlier this year, 

Pirk & co-defendant Timothy Enix met with FBI agents in Florida 

& denied any involvement in the North Tonawanda murders.  

“Specifically, they mentioned that Kingsmen members do not kill 

other Kingsmen members,” Special Agent David Brown told a 

judge there last month.   Pirk & Enix also made it clear that they 

would have preferred that LE not get involved, Brown said, & that 

the Kingsmen would have handled Jenkins on their own.  A few 

months later, during his first appearance in Buffalo, Pirk again 

denied that he was behind the murders.   “David Pirk has entered 

a not guilty plea, has contested these charges, will continue to 

contest these charges & will confront the allegations at trial,” said 

William T. Easton, a defense lawyer with a record of handling 

death penalty cases. Buffalo defense Atty Cheryl Meyers Buth is 

also representing Pirk. Because Pirk has told authorities he cannot 

afford to hire a lawyer, both attys are court-appointed & paid by 

taxpayers.           Page 12

    Violent subculture: For decades, people’s perception of the 

Kingsmen was limited to frequent sightings of their trademark 

colors on local highways, or of a Kingsmen & his “old lady” at a 

local bar, concert or fundraiser.  The club had its share of run-ins 

with rival gangs, especially the Chosen Few, but never had a 

reputation as one of the nation’s most violent biker gangs. That 

dubious distinction belongs to larger Nat’l & Internat’l gangs like 

the Hells Angels, Outlaws, Mongols, Pagan’s & Bandidos.  “There 

are guys who join clubs to become weekend riders & partiers, & 

then you have the one-percenters, who join to commit crimes,” 

said Steve Cook, a Missouri police officer & Pres of the Midwest 

Outlaw Motorcycle Gang Investigators Association.  Cook says 

smaller clubs like the Kingsmen are often involved in a laundry 

list of criminal activities – drug dealing, gun trafficking, assault & 

stealing motorcycles. He estimated that, on average, about 50 

bikers are murdered by rivals each year, but he said murders by 

members of the same club are unusual.  “It’s a violent subculture,” 

Cook said. “Sometimes, when you have people split off & leave a 

club, it threatens the very existence of the club, & there’s 

violence.”   Investigator James Dillman, a biker gang expert in 

southern Florida, says he’s not surprised by the allegation that Pirk 

had members of his own club killed.  He recalled that 8 bikers were 

murdered by their own gang – the Bandidos – in the small town of 

Shedden, Ont., in April 2006. The bodies were found stuffed in the 

trunks of cars on a farm property in Shedden, 167 miles west of 

Buffalo.  “In that case, the Bandidos were trying to cleanse the 

chapter of what they thought were bad influences,” said Dillman, 

a member of the Collier County Sheriff’s Office in Florida.   With 

roots dating back to the 1950s, the Kingsmen have grown over the 

years. Until recently, they operated a dozen clubhouses throughout 

the region, including rural areas such as Attica, Arcade & 

Gowanda. They also have a presence in Florida, Tenn & Penn.  

Prosecutors say the clubhouses are used for meetings & parties, & 

there were strict rules on who was allowed in & out. Inside, there 

was often a fully stocked bar, as well as slot & poker machines. 

Members hold meetings in the clubhouses that are referred to as 

“church” meetings.  “Each clubhouse also had a stripper pole,” 

Asst U.S. Atty Joseph M. Tripi said in court last month.   To hear 

investigators talk, the clubhouses were used to store drugs & 

weapons, & sometimes were the site of Kingsmen -on- Kingsmen 

violence.  In Aug 2013, at least 4 bikers broke into a Kingsmen 

clubhouse on North Transit Road, attacking a club member with 

baseball bats & the butt of a gun, police said. One of the intruders 

pointed a gun at the victim while his cohorts stole a H-D 

motorcycle & several guns.  Investigators said the biker who was 

injured that night told them he was attacked by fellow members of 

the Lockport Kingsmen chapter. Four men were arrested & all 

pleaded guilty, said police, who identified the attackers as “old 

Kingsmen” & said the victim was one of the “new Kingsmen” 

who had taken over the chapter.  “This was a very violent attack,” 

one officer said.  The Lockport incident occurred around the time 

of other alleged attacks by Kingsmen on fellow members at 

Kingsmen clubhouses in Springville, Attica & Hernando Valley, 

Fla., according to Fed court papers.  Four Kingsmen named in the 

Fed indictment are accused of driving to their gang’s clubhouse in 

Springville in June 2013, where they “forcibly shut down” the 

chapter & stripped several Springville members of their beloved 

Kingsmen “colors” – leather vests with Kingsmen insignia on 

them.  In one of the indictment’s most disturbing charges, 

prosecutors allege that in Sept 2009, a Kingsmen named Gregory 

Willson repeatedly punched a woman in the face because she tried 

to walk out of a Pennsylvania clubhouse without official 

permission from a Kingsman.    After that, the indictment alleges 

that Willson confiscated the woman’s cellphone so she couldn’t 

call police & took her to a house in Olean where Willson & other 

Kingsmen gave her heroin & repeatedly sexually assaulted her 

over a period of 4 days. Willson has denied the allegations. 
 

    Defending bikers: With local members in their 40s, 50s & 60s, 

the Kingsmen, like a lot of biker gangs, are an aging organization 

with deep roots in the community.  Now nearly 60 years old, the 

club started out as a half-dozen weightlifters with a passion for 

motorcycle riding. Over the years, it grew beyond its Lockport 

roots & began attracting a more diverse membership, including a 

few accountants, lawyers, clergy & members of LE.  Despite its 

run-ins with other biker gangs, some of them violent, the 

Kingsmen also earned a reputation for charitable work, especially 

in the dozen or so communities where they had clubhouses. The 

group is known for its fundraising rides, & Peidlow says its South 

Buffalo clubhouse served as a “sanctuary” for stranded motorists 

fleeing the Thruway during a heavy snowstorm last year.  “I think 

they’ve painted a pretty broad picture,” the new Pres said of Fed 

prosecutors handling the case. “A lot of what they said was 

embellished & overblown.”  Many of the Kingsmen facing 

charges grew up here, made their lives here & have families & 

friends eager to poke holes in the Govt’s case.   Defense attys for 

the Kingsmen, including Daniel Oliverio, say they’re certain that 

at least some of the 16 defendants had “absolutely nothing” to do 

with the 2 murders or other violent acts charged in the indictment.  

Oliverio represents Thomas Scanlon, 46, Pres of the Olean 

Kingsmen chapter. Prosecutors claim some of the planning for the 

2 murders took place at the Olean clubhouse.   “My client is an 

Army veteran of Operation Iraqi Freedom who got a Purple Heart 

after he was injured by an improvised explosive device in the 

war,” Oliverio said. “He’s a family man who had a good job as a 

chemical salesman, which he lost as a result of the indictment, & 

his brother is a state trooper.”  Oliverio, a former Fed prosecutor, 

said he knows that some biker gangs are involved in violent 

criminal activities, but it’s unfair to portray every biker club 

member as a criminal. He said his client was a good friend of 

Szymanski & Maue & had no involvement in their murders.  Sean 

McIndoo, 43, a graduate of Nichols School & Clark Univ in 

Worcester, Mass., told a judge he joined the Kingsmen in 2009 in 

an effort to meet new people.  Seven years later, he finds himself 

accused of supplying weapons to the gang. Prosecutors say 

McIndoo was called a Kingsmen “Nomad,” a rank reserved for the 

most violent members of the club.  “That’s mythology,” Mark J. 

Mahoney, McIndoo’s defense lawyer; told U.S. Magistrate Judge 

Michael Roemer. “The Gov’t has decided, because it’s a 

motorcycle case, we’re going to put everyone in jail.”   It’s no 

secret the Gov’t is watching biker gangs more closely since 2 well-

known rivals, the Bandidos & Cossacks, clashed last year at a 

crowded restaurant in Waco, Texas. Nine people died & 18 others 

were injured.  “It’s kind of open season on motorcycle gangs,” said 

McBee, the Texas Tech professor. “Bikers are attracting more 

scrutiny now, & I wouldn’t be surprised if we see more of it.”  

Defense Atty Paul Cambria, who has represented many bikers, 

noted that the last major effort to prosecute a Buffalo-area MC 

failed miserably in 2011, when prosecutors decided to drop all the 

charges they had filed against 18 members of the Lancaster-based 

Chosen Few.  In that case, defense attys proved that a key FBI 

informant had lied about some of the activities of the Chosen Few, 

who had been accused of bombings & other attacks on the 

Kingsmen.  From Day One, prosecutors have gone out of their 



way to challenge allegations that the feds overreached in their 

pursuit of the Kingsmen. During court hearings, they stressed the 

leadership positions held by the gang members facing Fed 

charges, & the importance of those positions in the club’s 

decision-making.  They also were quick to note that, while each of 

the 16 defendants had a different level of involvement in the 

Kingsmen, each of them played a central role in the criminal 

enterprise at the heart of the indictment.  “This indictment charges 

the worst of the worst,” said Tripi, who is prosecuting the case 

with Asst U.S. Atty Caleb Petzoldt.   The Kingsmen case was 

investigated by the FBI-led Safe Streets Task Force, which also 

includes members of the ATF & several other agencies. 
 

    Familyôs remorse: When David Pirk appeared in a Buffalo 

courtroom for the first time, DJ Szymanski’s parents were there to 

see him arraigned.   Sigmund Szymanski said his late son loved 

riding his motorcycle with his buddies in the Kingsmen. He said 

“well over 100” bikers, many of them Kingsmen, showed up to 

pay their respects at his son’s wake, lining up to express 

condolences to the slain biker’s family.   Something about that sad 

day at a local funeral home now haunts Sigmund Szymanski.  “I 

may have shaken hands with some of the very people who were 

behind the murders,” he said. 
 

Local leader of Hells Angels charged in assault, robbery at 

Hooters last week - May 30, 2016 - North Carolina – By Monica 

Vendituoli; www.FayObserver.com - The Pres of the Fayetteville 

Hells Angels chapter was charged Fri in an assault & robbery on 

2 members of another MC at Hooters on Thu, an arrest warrant 

said.  Daniel Silcose III, 58, of the 6300 block of Mabe Road, was 

charged with conspiracy, larceny of a firearm, robbery with a 

dangerous weapon & assault with a dangerous weapon, the 

warrant said.  Bail was set at $100,000.   Hells Angels is a MC.  

Witnesses told police the 2 men attacked wore symbols associated 

with the Mongols MC.   The warrant added that Silcose is a retired 

Army Special Forces noncommissioned officer.   Just before 7 

p.m. Thu, Fayetteville police were dispatched to Hooters in 

reference to a brawl. Witnesses told 911 dispatchers that a large 

group of bikers were fighting inside of the restaurant, the warrant 

said.  The restaurant is in the 500 block of North McPherson 

Church Rd near Sycamore Dairy Rd. 
 

    Police were called & 6 men left, 1 on a motorcycle & the other 

5 on foot, the warrant said.   Interviews with witnesses & 

surveillance footage at the restaurant showed that 3 men with 

clothing on that had Hells Angels symbols entered the restaurant 

from the front. Three others with similar clothing entered the 

restaurant from a side door.  The 6 men immediately surrounded 

2 men in the restaurant. An incident report identified the 2 men as 

Matthew Ryan Brinkley, 31, of the 6500 block of Bailey Lake Rd, 

& Pedro Galvan, 55, of the 16000 block of South San Lewis Drive 

in Gustine, Calif.  The warrant said Silcose struck the victims 

multiple times on the head with a beer bottle & kicked Brinkley’ s 

head. Brinkley then opened his jacket to show Silcose that he had 

a handgun in a hostler on him.  Silcose then took out a knife & cut 

the holster off Brinkley. Silcose & the 5 men then ran out of 

Hooters with Brinkley’s gun, the warrant said.  Brinkley & Galvan 

refused medical care after the incident, Fayetteville police Lt. S. 

Doss said.   Silcose was arrested at 11:52 p.m. Fri night in the 2000 

block of Shedd Avenue off Camden Road in the Lakedale 

neighborhood, an arrest report said. 
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Rolling Thunder 2016 - May 31, 2016 – U.S.A. - - By The Aging 

Rebel; www.AgingRebel.com - Rolling Thunder, the massive, 

patriotic biker celebration that occupies the nation’s capital every 

Memorial Day weekend, has been widely regarded as a public 

nuisance throughout the Obama Administration. This year was a 

little different.  For one thing, last Fri; The Washington Post ran a 

sympathetic, 2200-word portrait of Rolling Thunder founder Artie 

Muller by Post writer Steve Hendrix.   The story notes that Pres 

George W. “Bush was very good to” Rolling Thunder. “Other 

White Houses,” Hendrix quotes Muller, “not so much.”  During 

the Carter Administration, the Pentagon wanted Rolling Thunder 

to pay an $11,000 surcharge for the Pres’s participation in the 

event. Obama once stuck his head into a meeting Muller attended 

but that was about it. Bush, at least had the grace to welcome home 

Muller – who was a sergeant with the Fourth Infantry Division in 

the Central Highlands of Vietnam – in the White House driveway. 
 

    Election Year: This election year, Muller is rooting for Donald 

Trump. Many veterans are & Hendrix asked Muller what he 

thought of an insult Trump threw at Senator John McCain last 

summer.  McCain is probably the nation’s most famous, former 

prisoner of war. McCain was a Navy pilot who was shot down by 

a surface-to-air missile on Oct. 26, 1967. The explosion broke both 

his arms & his right leg. He ejected, landed in a lake & did not 

drown only because he was able to deploy his life vest with his 

teeth. He was tortured by the North Vietnamese. “I refused to give 

them anything except my name, rank, serial number & date of 

birth,” McCain told the U.S. News years later. “I was in such a bad 

shape that when they hit me it would knock me unconscious.” 

McCain was tortured multiple times while he was held prisoner. 

He was eventually released on March 14, 1973.  Ten months ago, 

Trump said of McCain, “He’s not a war hero. He’s a war hero 

because he was captured. I like people that weren’t captured, 

okay?”  Muller said that he was “not bothered by,” Trump’s insult. 

“Sometimes people say things. They don’t have time to think, & 

they say the wrong things.”  Trump, who is about to become the 

Republican Presidential Nominee, became the 1st major politician 

to speak to participants in Rolling Thunder in years.  He gave a 

speech to about 5,000 of the event’s estimated 300,000 riders near 

the Lincoln Memorial & the Vietnam Veteran’s Memorial. 
 

    Irony: Rolling Thunder is still an event intended to promote 

awareness of prisoners of war & men missing in action so Trump’s 

participation was ironic. Rolling Thunder, is now concerned with 

numerous veteran’s issues, but it started as an event by Vietnam 

veterans for Vietnam veterans & Trump was a “draft dodger” – a 

very quaint & politically incorrect term for men of Trump’s age 

who either cringe or lie when somebody asks them what they did 

in the war.   Trump received a student deferment from military 

service (Selective Service classification 2-S) on July 18, 1964 

when he enrolled in Fordham Univ.  He was reclassified as eligible 

for military service (1-A) on Nov 22, 1966 when he left Fordham. 

As a result of his reclassification, he took a physical & was found 

fit to serve on Dec 15, 1966 but he got another student deferment 

when he enrolled at the Univ of Pennsylvania. So far, so good. The 

Army needed educated officers.  Trump graduated from Penn in 

the spring of 1968, the year graduate school deferments ended – a 

year that saw thousands of recent college graduates drafted into 

the Army & the Marines – but this time Trump was reclassified as 

a “1-Y,” a young man who was “available for military service, but 

qualified for the military only in the event of war or Nat’l 

emergency.” Since Vietnam was not technically “a war,” Trump 

did not have to serve. He has said that between the time he passed 
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his physical examination in 1966 & the time he became exempt 

from service in Vietnam he developed a bone spur in one of his 

feet. Earlier this year in Iowa, Trump said he couldn’t remember 

which foot had had the bone spur. 
 

    So What: None of this is secret & despite it all Trump is still the 

favorite of a lot of veterans besides Artie Muller. Trump has 

espoused numerous Veteran’s causes.  He also likes bikers. Trump 

told Bloomberg Politics he was speaking at the rally “in honor of 

the great bikers who have been totally supportive of my campaign, 

& now I want to be supportive of them.”  “Look at all these 

bikers,” Trump told the crowd last Sun. “Do we love the bikers? 

Yes. We love the bikers.”   And veterans. In the same speech 

Trump acknowledged veterans “have been treated so badly in this 

country” & vowed to remedy that. He promised that after he is 

elected veterans in need of care could visit private doctors rather 

than waiting for an appointment at a Veteran’s Administration 

hospital “and we’ll pay for it.”   Trump was invited to speak to 

Rolling Thunder participants. The Democratic candidates, Bernie 

Sanders & Hillary Clinton, were not. Muller told the Post about 

Hillary Clinton, “Kiss the country goodbye if she gets into office,” 

Neither Sanders nor Hillary was in Vietnam either. Sanders 

petitioned his draft board for “conscientious objector” status 

during Vietnam. Clinton, whose husband used political 

connections to avoid military service when he graduated in 1968, 

protested against the war. She did claim to have come “under 

sniper fire” in Bosnia during a trip there in 1996. When video 

surfaced that contradicted Clinton’s claim, & showed her being 

presented with a gift by an 8-year-old girl instead, she explained, 

“I say a lot of things – millions of words a day - so if I misspoke, 

that was just a misstatement,” 
 

    What Matters: Who did what during Vietnam isn’t relevant 

anymore because most of the electorate wasn’t born until after the 

war ended. The point of Rolling Thunder has grown fainter as the 

event has grown bigger & as its founders have aged. But it is still 

the largest one-day gathering of bikers in the country. And the 

people who attend it & identify with it do represent a piece of the 

electoral pie that has been taken for granted & belittled for 

decades. The Rolling Thunder riders are what used to be called 

“the hardhats;” The plainspoken people who fight the wars & 

know how to make things & do things.  Trump spoke to & was 

welcomed by Rolling Thunder because what he says resonates 

with that crowd. And Trump’s appearance, simply because he is 

Trump, elevated the importance of this year’s event. So it was a 

win for both Trump & Rolling Thunder.  It is usually hard to tell 

what exactly Trump is saying or what the words that fall out of his 

mouth mean so it isn’t yet clear to whom Donald Trump thought 

he was talking on Sun.  But somebody in his campaign is probably 

smart enough to know that he was talking to the new hardhats.   

Which is why it seems like a shame that neither Clinton nor 

Sanders was invited to speak. At the least it would have been fun 

to find out who they think all those people who ride in Rolling 

Thunder are. Maybe Sanders would have said that back in the day 

he was ready to go to prison for his beliefs. It would be interesting 

to see how something like that might play with the Rolling 

Thunder crowd in 2016.  Who knows what Hillary might have said 

if she had been invited & if she had accepted?   Best of all, it might 

have been illuminating to find out now who besides Donald Trump 

would think that talking to Rolling Thunder was worth the bother.    

But it didn’t happen in 2016.  Maybe in 2020. 
 

Road Rage Video - June 1, 2016 – Florida - By The Aging Rebel; 

www.AgingRebel.com - The hot television story of the week, at 

least so far, is about the lunatic in Florida who backed up so he 

could literally ran over a bagger.  Thirty-one-year-old Robert Paul 

Vance, who is being described as a habitual traffic offender, turned 

a verbal dispute with 46-year-old Joseph Calderazzo into a couple 

of felony charges. The incident occurred in heavy traffic on Hwy 

41 in Lutz, Florida about 5:30 p.m. Sun.  Vance cut off a pack of 

motorcycles returning from the Florida Nat’l Cemetery in Sumter 

County northeast of Tampa.

Garcia told WFTS, “The guy driving the car was driving 

recklessly, like crazy out of control…I saw him almost run one of 

the bikers over, like off the side of the road. So, then the bikers 

caught up to him at a red light & words started exchanging, & then 

the guy went complete psychopath.”  Calderazzo, a Navy veteran, 

suffered a broken leg & a sprained knee as a result of the collision. 

His passenger, Melanie Ann Milinkovich, suffered abrasions 

consistent with a motorcycle accident. 
 

    Ruined Tire: Vance destroyed his right front tire during the 

collision but managed to flee the scene. He was apprehended 

within minutes by the Florida Highway Patrol after he stopped to 

change his tire. He was initially charged with aggravated battery 

with a deadly weapon & leaving the scene of an accident involving 

injury. The charges were upgraded over the weekend & he is now 

charged attempted felony murder. His license was suspended at 

the time he drove into Calderazzo & Milinkovich. Vance was 

convicted in 2011 of hit & run & driving with a suspended license.   

Calderazzo told WTSP “I thought the guy was trying to kill us 

obviously.”  “You know, you don’t know what’s going through 

your mind.   Is he going to put the car in reverse? Is he going to 

turn around? Is he going to stop & pull out a gun? You don’t know 

what’s going on.”  Vance is now being held in the Pasco County 

jail. His bail is set at $115,000…

medical examiner’s reports, files, papers, notes, memoranda, 

corres-pondence, printouts of any type of data stored in electronic 

format, including email transmissions, & any other type of records 

&/or documentation contained in the file, whether generated from 

Your office or elsewhere, that refer, relate, or pertain to:” the 9 

men who died that day 

    Criminal Investigations Division: Winton sent a subpoena to 

the “Custodian of Records, TX Dept of Public Safety, Criminal 

Investigations Division.”  The subpoena lists 19 allegations made 

in United States v. John Xavier Portillo, et al.,  a Fed racketeering 

indictment of 3 Bandidos Internat’l officers unsealed last Jan, & 

demands that the Texas state police reveal when, if ever, they told 

the restaurant about those allegations. The subpoena also demands 

access to another 36 categories of documents that might shed some 

light on what police forces were at Waco on May 17, 2015 & what 

they thought they were doing there.    

    For Example: “Writings or Recordings that refer, relate, or 

pertain to any investigation of MCs or bike nights at any other 

restaurant or other venue hosting “bike nights” in Texas during the 

period May 17, 2014 – May 17, 2015.”  “Writings or Recordings 

that refer, relate, or pertain to any investigation of the Texas 

Confederation of Clubs & Independents, including but not limited 

to regional meetings in Texas during the period May 17, 2014 – 

May 17, 2015.”  “All Writings or Recordings that refer, relate, or 

pertain to the ‘support & investigation assistance’ provided to the 

Waco PD concerning the Incident.”  “Operations plan, tactical or 

otherwise, including notes from any preparatory meetings 

discussing the planning, staffing, overtime forces needed, 

assignments, location/deployment of officers, weapons to be used, 

emergency medical personnel assigned & on standby, & defensive 

measures to be used such as helmets/body armor, including but not 

limited to bulletproof vests.” 

    Memorandum of understanding between You & the Waco 

PD.” “All Writings, Recordings or other communication, 

including text, e-mail, & radio, between You or officers of any 

other LE Agency or & any other personnel of any LE Agency that 

refer, relate, or pertain to the Incident or to the anticipated TX 

CoC&I meeting scheduled to occur at 1 p.m. on May 17, 2015 at 

Twin Peaks Waco.”  “All video & audio recording of any activity 

of the Bandidos, Cossacks, or other MCs, gangs or organizations 

between April 1 & May 17, 2015.”  “All Writings & Recordings, 

including but not limited to field notes, reports, & MDT entries or 

logs, that refer, relate, or pertain to any visits made to Legends 

Cycles by Your personnel at any time between May 17, 2014 & 

May 17, 2015.”  “All Writings & Recordings that refer, relate, or 

pertain to social media postings of any of those arrested on charges 

of engaging in a criminal conspiracy in relation to the events of 

May 17, 2015 at Twin Peaks Waco or any of their immediate 

family, friends, or acquaintances.”  The Twin Peaks ambush is a 

well of metaphors. This week it looks like a ragged shroud & the 

victims of what happened in Waco keep pulling, pulling, pulling 

at its many loose threads 
 

Mississippi Edge Trap Lawsuit - June 3, 2016 – Mississippi - By

Supreme Court ruled this week that Dominique Adams may sue 

the Mississippi Transportation Commission & the Miss. DoT for 

negligence that resulted in the death of her husband, Gulfport 

Bandido Christopher Adams.  Adams died after he strayed into the 

wrong lane in Dec 2010 & failed to negotiate an edge trap when 

he tried to steer back.  The ruling explains: “Christopher Adams 

died from injuries he sustained when his motorcycle wrecked on 

Interstate-10 in Jackson County. After traveling north on I-110 in 

Harrison County, Adams merged onto an eastbound lane of I-10, 

where he entered a construction zone.  According to the complaint, 

Adams inadvertently drove into a closed lane & then, when he 

tried to navigate back into an open lane, his motorcycle hit an 

uneven surface between lanes & “rotated.” Adams was thrown 

from his motorcycle & into traffic, where 2 other vehicles hit him, 

causing injuries from which he later died.” 

    Claimed Immunity: The 2 state agencies had claimed they were 

immune from liability in the incident & had requested a summary 

judgment against the widow in 2014. Jackson County Circuit 

Judge Robert Krebs ruled against the state & the supreme court 

affirmed his decision.  Dominique Adams is also suing Mallette 

Brothers Construction Inc., the Gautier company that actually did 

the road work. Mallette Brothers was legally obligated to follow 

certain standard practices, like re-striping the road each day, & the 

state was obliged to ensure the construction company followed 

those standard practices. According to a Hwy safety expert named 

V.O. “Dean” Tekell Jr. who testified in the case, the state highway 

agencies “knew or should have known of Mallette Brothers’ non-

compliance with the Traffic Control Plan,” & they “failed to 

require Mallette Brothers to place a solid white traffic stripe in the 

area of the subject incident & failed to require the placement of 

drums in conformance with the traffic control detail.” 

    Edge Traps: Edge traps (sometimes called pavement edge drop 

offs) result from milling one lane in a multi-lane highway before 

that lane is resurfaced. The milled lane often feels like ice or oil to 

motorcyclists. When a road is milled poorly the resulting grooves 

may vary greatly in size & direction. The process also creates a 

lane that is 2 or more inches lower than the adjacent, un-milled 

lane. This drop off in the height of adjoining lanes is called an edge 

trap.  In Sept 2009, 2 motorcyclists named Jude Bihari & Ronald 

Ross were killed in separate incidents about 8 hours apart as a 

result of an edge trap on Route 295 near Bordentown, New Jersey. 

There are no Fed standards to ensure motorcyclists safety in road 

construction zones.  Christopher Adams fatal mistake may have 

been trying to return to the proper lane too quickly. Edge traps are 

most deadly when a rider attempts to immediately ease back into 

the correct lane at an angle of less than 45 degrees. The correct 

riding tactic for negotiating an edge trap is to ride away from the 

edge trap then swerve back in order to bump over the edge trap at 

an angle above 45 degrees.
